First among Swiss telecommunication operators, Salt launches a partnership with
Revendo, a company founded in Switzerland that buys back and refurbishes used devices
in order to maximize their lifecycle. With this new partnership, Salt customers will be able
to resell their used devices in an even simpler way, at market leading conditions.

Every year, several million tons of electronic waste are generated worldwide. Recycling and
reconditioning electronic devices are an active concern at Salt. Until today, Salt offered
customers the possibility to bring back their used devices and benefit from a cash-back program
in form of a price reduction on new devices or as a voucher. With this, many phones were given
a second life or recycled. The Salt Revendo BuyBack concept goes a step further.

Outstanding prices

With the new Revendo BuyBack program, customers will benefit from even more attractive
cash-back tariffs for their used phone. Customers can drop off or send in a variety of phone
models and most common brands are accepted. Furthermore, Salt customers benefit from an
eco-bonus: for every device sold at Salt, they receive an additional CHF 15. In case used devices
are not eligible to be resold via the Revendo BuyBack program, they can be dropped off all the
same in Salt Stores, where they are collected for recycling for free.

Seamless cash payback process

Salt Stores employees are trained to provide a fair estimation of the resell price. The estimated
value is guaranteed and the funds are transferred by Revendo directly to customers — they now
receive cash instead of Salt vouchers - after the collection and inspection of the device.

Easy drop-off

Customers can bring their used devices back to the Salt Store. Alternatively, it is now also
possible to register used devices online on www.salt.ch/buyback and send them in by mail. To
facilitate the shipment, Salt Stores can provide packing material.

Pascal Grieder, CEO at Salt commented the new partnership “We all know that most used
phones are left in people’s drawers when they upgrade to a newer model. We believe that
upcycling is the future and are confident that by strengthening our BuyBack program we will
encourage more and more consumers to recycle their used devices."
